Bedtime for Sweet Creatures, illus. by Elizabeth Zunon, Sourcebooks Jabberwocky, 2020

Sam and Ishmael were born thousands of years, and miles, apart. Yet both struggle with feelings
of betrayal by their fathers, as they seek to find their own way in the world.

Day with Daddy, illustrated by Nicole Tadgell, Scholastic, May 2004

Living in two homes is always a challenge for a child of divorce, but there are special memories of
time spent alone with dad that are worth celebrating, too.

Dime a Dozen, illustrated by Angelo, Dial, 1998
An autobiographical series of poems chronicling my early struggles to find my voice as a writer.

From a Child's Heart, illustrated by Brenda Joysmith, Just Us Books, 1993

This series of poems reflect the everyday fears and longings that fill the hearts of so many
children, and that filled mine.

Garvey in the Dark, WordSong, 2022

beloved character, Nikki Grimes’s novel in verse shows readers how to find hope in
difficult times.

Expected to be interested in sports, Garvey likes astronomy, science fiction, read, and singing. But
he’s overweight and has trouble getting his father to accept him. A novel-in-verse that speaks to
contemporary readers.

Garvey’s Choice: The Graphic Novel, WordSong, 2023

Garvey's father has always wanted Garvey to be athletic, but Garvey
is interested in astronomy, science fiction, reading — anything but
sports. Feeling like a failure, he comforts himself with food. Garvey is
kind, funny, smart, a loyal friend, and he is also overweight, teased by
bullies, and lonely.
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Girl Named Mister, Zonderkidz, 2010

This novel-in-verse explores a teen's crisis in faith and the pregnancy that forces her to discover
how important her faith truly is.

Glory in the Margins: Sunday Poems, Paraclete Press, 2021, for adults
These devotional poems, written a little left of center by one who lives in the margins, bridge the
secular and the sacred to bring a fresh perspective to God’s word by amplifying truths in scripture
that are as relevant as today’s news.

Glory, Too: Poems, Paraclete Books, 2025

In a marriage of poetry, faith, and worship, Ms. Grimes’ poems for adults and teens illuminate the
Scriptures that grace every Sunday of the year. Her inimitable voice and imagination offer
glimpses of glory we might not otherwise see, throughout the seasons of the year.

Linking poems about life in Tanzania, East Africa.

Joy is the emotion that connects these brilliantly colorful, effervescent images of African American
children, paired with the poems they inspired.

Jazmin’s Notebook, Dial, 1998

Off to See the Sea, Sourcebooks Jabberwocky, 2021

The faucet flows like a waterfall, the bathroom floor is a distant shore, toy boats sail against the
waves. An imagination-fueled adventure on the high seas is just what it takes to get little one
clean.

Oh, Brother! illustrated by Mike Benny, Greenwillow, 2008

Xavier is not too wild about new stepbrother, Chris. In fact, blending a family is a lot harder than
either boy imagined.

Using “The Golden Shovel” poetic method, Grimes
has written a collection of poetry that is as gorgeous as it is thought-
provoking.

Haiku often call Japanese cherry blossoms to mind, but here, free verse poems are paired with
urban-themed haiku as a young character introduces readers to this ancient form of poetry in a
way that is playful, and accessible.

A girl discovers poems written by her mother, chronicling her travels as a military brat. The
paired poems, written in free verse and tanka, bring mother and daughter closer together.

The story of Christ, through the eyes of his mother, Mary.

Rich, illustrated by Gregory Christie, G.P. Putnam’s Sons, 2009

Dyamonde knows there are all kinds of ways to be rich, and her new friend Damaris, a girl from a
shelter, reminds Dyamonde that some people are rich in talent.

Road to Paris, G.P. Putnam’s Sons, 2006

Being in foster care is hard enough when you're with your brother. But what happens when the
two of you are sent to separate homes? Paris learns the answer in this novel.
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Shoe Magic, illustrated by Terry Widener, Orchard 2000; Star Walk Media, 2014

In these poems children wear shoes that represent their dreams for the future. Toe shoes for one,
cleats for another, hiking boots for a third —each child can imagine the shoe, and the future, that
fits them best.

Tai Chi Morning: Snapshots of China, illustrated by Ed Young,

Designed as a travel journal, these poems give a glimpse of modern China from an outsider's
perspective.

Talkin’ About Bessie, illustrated by E. B. Lewis, Orchard, 2002

A biography in verse, this multi-voiced story follows the life of the first African American female
pilot, Bessie Coleman, who carved her own place in the history of aviation.
